Å Grants from £300 up to £10,000 for one year

Å Can only hold one grant and for a maximum of 

£10,000 within a 12-month period

Å Prioritises groups with smaller incomes

Å Applications must show meaningful community 

involvement in planning and delivery of work

Å Organisations cannot apply to other 

programmes for the same project over the 

same period if awaiting decision

Å Applications are on-line, using a response to 3

Å Companies that can pay profits to directors, 

shareholders or members
Å Organisations based outside the UK
Å Organisations that don't have at least two 

trustees who aren't married / in a civil 
partnership / long -term relationship, living at the 
same address, or related by blood
